Islands. To be considered, applicants must have a minimum SAT Score of 490 Math/500 English. 
The recipient must maintain a minimum 3.0 GPA overall to retain the scholarship. 
The scholarship recipient must provide the Magens Bay Authority Board with an academic 
progress report at the conclusion of each academic year the scholarship is awarded.
